I wanted to take the opportunity to bring people up to date regarding the activities of the Scotia-Glenville All-Sports Booster Club (SGASBC).

For those of you who wonder what the SGASBC is or where the membership dues go, I will hopefully be able to answer you.  The SGASBC is a parent driven organization that works in close cooperation with the Scotia-Glenville Athletic Department for the benefit of all sports and sports related activities at the Scotia-Glenville Middle and High Schools.  The organization raises funds through membership dues and various fund raisers that include, but are not limited to, the operation of concession stands at sporting events, sale of Tartan Gear, and our latest fund raiser, the Annual Fall Craft Fair.

Over the years, funds raised by the SGASBC have been spent in a variety of areas including the funding of specific needs for an individual sport that was not included in the school’s athletic budget, the funding of equipment that multiple sports would benefit from, recognition awards at our annual All-Sports Booster Club Awards night, and booster club sponsored Annual Scholarship awards.  In 2006/2007 over $25,000 in enhancements to the Athletic programs at Scotia-Glenville were made through funds raised by the booster club.  Included in this effort was the

· Batting cage piping to functionalize a batting cage purchased in 2005-2006

· Accommodations for coaches & wrestlers at State Tournament

· Purchase of reversible Lacrosse practice jerseys 

· Transportation to Cross Country meet 

· Indoor scrimmage fees for Softball

· Scholarships
